2. Complete Authentication

e After clicking Done, Thunderbird will open a Microsoft 365 login page in a browser pop-up.
e Because aueb.gr is federated, you’ll be redirected to sso.aueb.gr.
e Login with your academic credentials (AUEB username and password).

3. Grant Permissions

e Thunderbird will request access to your Office 365 mailbox.
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e Accept the permissions (this only needs to be done once).

4. Syncing

e Thunderbird should now connect and sync your mailbox using IMAP + OAuth2.

e Calendar & contacts are not supported natively, but you can use Thunderbird add-ons like:
o ThSync + Provider for Exchange ActiveSync
o EWS (Exchange Web Services) add-on (if your IT allows EWS)

t. Common Issues

e Password prompt loops: Usually means OAuth2 isn’t selected — double-check the
Authentication method.

e MFA problems: Make sure you’re on the latest Thunderbird — older versions had limited
OAuth2 support.
